All terms and provisions hereinafter and hereinbefore set forth part one and the same contract.

1.
ARTIST shall receive 100% sole billing on any and all advertising and publicity issued, pertaining to the engagement hereunder.

2.
There shall be NO opening or featured act prior to ARTIST’S performance.  All other performers appearing during or one (1) hour before or after ARTIST’S performance must be approved by ARTIST.

3.
All payments received hereunder shall be made payable by money order, certified check, cashier’s check, school check or cash.  Checks to ARTIST shall be made payable to: EJP10 Corporation.

4.
If PURCHASER charges more than the agreed upon ticket price stated on the face of this contract, ARTIST will receive 100% of the difference between contract price and amount of actual ticket charge.

5.
There will be no more than two (2) shows scheduled per twenty-four hour day.  There must be a break, at least one (1) hour in length, between first show completion and second show commencement.  Best efforts will be made for second show to be scheduled for 10:00 PM, but in no event will the second show commence later than 10:30 PM.

6.
ARTIST’S obligations herein are subject to detention or prevention by sickness, inability to perform, accident, transportation, acts of God, riots, strikes, labor disputes, epidemics, any act or order of public authority or any cause similar of dissimilar beyond ARTIST’S control.

7.
No part of the ARTIST’S segment of the engagement shall be taped, recorded, filmed or photographed in anyway without the prior, written consent of ARTIST.
8.
It is understood and agreed that ARTIST shall have total control over the production, presentation and performance of ARTIST’S segment of the engagement.  

9.
Management must seat the audience so that the area within twenty (20) feet of the stage is a “NO SMOKING” area.  

10. PURCHASER agrees to furnish at no cost to ARTIST the following items:

Orchestra consisting of usually 10 or 17 pieces (TBD on agreement) & conductor (Orchestra to be available for 2 hour rehearsal-time TBD)

    A.
A first class, high quality sound system, with operations located in audience area.  Sound board should accommodate at least fifteen (15) separate sound channels, including five (5) separate stereo sound channels.

B.
High quality professional stage lighting, including two (2) carbon-arc type follow spot lights with operators.

C.
Non-sparkling spring water.

E.
A high quality CD player for use with sound system to play pre and post show music.  The house soundman will run this machine.

F.    One (1) Grand Piano (Yamaha or Baldwin) with piano bench, upon  

                  ARTIST’S request.

G. Any and all items included in attached ADDENDUM A.

H. A professional stage crew consisting of at least five (5) people, including at least one (1) sound technician and one (1) lighting technician.
I. Sufficient amplification, relevant to size of venue, for any and all microphones and musical instruments used in performance.
11.
PURCHASER agrees to make stage and stage crew available for a 10:00 AM load-in on the day of the engagement until completion of final show on last day of engagement. 

12.
PURCHASER agrees that ARTIST will have the right to cancel this agreement without liability upon notice to PURCHASER no later than Thirty (30) days prior to the first day of the engagement.

14.
PURCHASER will not commit ARTIST to any personal appearances or other promotions without the prior, written consent of ARTIST or ARTIST’S REPRESENTATIVE.
15.
PURCHASER will provide ARTIST with an adequate dressing room with a door that can be locked and secured while ARTIST is performing.  Dressing room must have lavatory facilities.  If an adequate dressing room is not available due to lack of vacancy or building design, PURCHASER agrees to provide, at no cost to the ARTIST, a motor home or trailer sufficient to ARTIST’S needs.  Motor home or trailer shall be located on the outside of the venue as close in proximity to the stage as possible.  If ARTIST deems the distance from motor home or trailer to stage as being to long, PURCHASER agrees to provide ground transportation to and from stage.  

16. ARTIST will have exclusive access to dressing room, motor home or trailer.


17.
PURCHASER will be solely responsible for the security of items left in the dressing room, motor home or trailer area while ARTIST is performing, during any intermissions and upon completion of program.

18.
PURCHASER agrees, under NO circumstances, to distribute bills for food and/or beverages to customers, until after completion of ARTIST’S segment. 

19.
PURCHASER shall arrange seating in such a manner that front row seating shall begin no more than four (4) feet from the front of stage.
